FOG Competition at World Team Championships, Derby
The rules used will be the published version of FOG together with the latest errata (currently v 1.12). 

Scoring will be as per the score calculation sheet published on www.fieldofglory.com. Copies will be available at the competition. .

There will be 4 rounds of competition. Check-in is from 8:45 to 9:15 on Saturday with 1st round starting at 9:30, 2nd round at 2:00. On Sunday, round 3 starts at 8:30 and round 4 at 1:00, finishing at 4:30.

15mm Competition

This will be a team competition. Entries are invited from teams of 3 people, each of whom should be entered into a different pool. Pools will be themed based on the published FOG army list books, including where stated the additional lists for themed tournaments included in the appendices. Pools will be as follows:

 Pool #1 – Classical (800 points)
Any List from “Immortal Fire” including those listed in the appendices as relevant for themed tournaments. Armies must be dated between 500BC and 146BC
Pool #2 – European Dark Ages (800 points)
Any List from “Wolves from the Sea” including those armies listed in the appendices as relevant for themed tournaments. Armies must be dated between 496AD and 1040AD
Pool #3 – The Ottomans (900 points)
Any list from “Eternal Empire” including those armies listed in the appendices as relevant for themed tournaments. Armies must be dated between 1300AD and 1500AD
Any allies must be drawn from one of the permitted lists.

Entries are also welcome from individuals, who will be combined into teams at the organiser’s discretion. It would be appreciated if any individual entrants could be flexible as to the pool they enter to assist this process. Due to the team nature of the competition, individuals cannot be guaranteed entrance, although every effort will be made to accommodate those who want to play.
The draw will be made by team. The first round will be drawn at random and thereafter a modified Swiss Chess system will be used based on the aggregate score for each team. 
Army List Format 
Army lists should preferably be submitted by e-mail to the organiser, Marc Lunn (MLu120@aol.com) in excel AT LEAST 1 week before the date of the competition. Anyone submitting a late list will be “outscouted” (for the first round only) and will deploy their entire army before their opponent, irrespective of the initiative roll. Once submitted, lists may not be amended except to correct errors identified by the list checker.
